HEALTH UPDATE

FITNET… As you may know, this daily e-mail project is designed to encourage, inform and be of value to 350,000 readers.  At least that was the estimated high water mark, now with security systems that mistake it for spam, the estimate is a bit lower…but still reaching a lot of teachers, worksites, and other locations both in Iowa and across the country. 

For those unfamiliar, there are three main themes of FITNET. It encourages you to: 1) eat fruits and vegetables at least 5 times a day, 2) be active for 30 minutes at least 5 times a week, and 3) take small steps towards those goals. But the daily notes also touch on stress, safety, tobacco, prevention, alcohol, and other areas.  In all messages we will strive to offer short, positive and supportive thoughts, quotes, or suggested activities. 

GOVERNOR’S COUNCIL…In 2008, Governor Chet Culver appointed 12 Iowans to serve on the Iowa Governor’s Council on Physical Fitness and Nutrition. The Council was mandated by 2008 Iowa Health Reform legislation signed into law in May 2008.

On that occasion Governor Culver stated: “I am proud to appoint these 12 Iowans to the Governor’s Council on Physical Fitness and Nutrition. As Governor, improving the health and well-being of Iowans young and old, is one of my top priorities, and these individuals will help us do just that. I look forward to working with the Council and with Iowans around the state as together we make Iowa one of the healthiest states in the nation.”

The Governor’s Council on Physical Fitness and Nutrition is a key component of Governor Culver and Lt. Governor Judge’s Wellness Initiative. During the 2008 Legislative session, the Governor signed several pieces of legislation to improve the health of Iowans, including the Smoke-Free Air Act, Healthy Kids Act, which will set nutritional and physical activity standards in Iowa’s schools. Since its creation the Governor’s Council on Physical Fitness and Nutrition has been developing a strategy for the implementation of the statewide initiative to increase physical activity, promote quality daily physical education, improve physical fitness, improve nutrition, and promote healthy behaviors.

The Council operates with staff support from the Iowa Department of Public Health (IDPH) and in turn is charged with assisting in the promotion of the Comprehensive Nutrition and Physical Activity Plan developed by the Iowans Fit for Life partnership, a program within the Health Promotion Unit at IDPH.

LIVE HEALTHY IOWA KIDS…Is a free 100 day program designed to encourage young Iowans to increase their physical activity levels and make better food choices! It evolved from Go the Distance and this year will be offered in conjunction with the Governor’s Council and be part of the Governor’s Challenge. In addition to the annual monetary awards for schools and organizations, this year will also include medals and a possible visit to your school by the Governor.

NORTH EAST IOWA YOUTH LEADERS…In the regional movement to improve the policies, practices, and systems that determine how food arrives on our tables and how NE Iowa communities can grow opportunities for physical activity for all, youth are seen as a crucial member of the team.  Over 100 high school students representing eleven northeast Iowa school districts have assisted in planning and attending conferences for themselves and for the adult populations. Supported by 16 adult coaches, the participants have engaged in a full-day sessions around policy advocacy, nutrition, wellness, and education. 
Continued efforts are supported by a Food and Fitness Regional Youth Leadership Team. The youth on this team not only plan meetings but also lead the educational sessions. As role models and peers, the youth leadership team modeled how great health can be a very cool state! Schools participating in the effort include: Central of Elkader, Clayton Ridge, Decorah, Starmont, Howard-Winneshiek, Riceville, Valley of Elgin, North Winneshiek, Postville, North Fayette, and Turkey Valley.
The NE Iowa FFI is one of nine projects nationwide supported by the W.K. Kellogg Foundation to be models of change over the next ten years. Each community received a $500,000 two-year planning grant. There is potential for long-term implementation support based on the community action plan NE Iowa has submitted to the Kellogg Foundation.

COMMUNITY WELLNESS GRANTS… I am currently working with a number of counties across Iowa from Cass to Clayton and Osceola to Wayne on funded Community or Harkin Community Wellness Grants. I would encourage everyone to pay regular visits to the IDPH website and make sure their local coalitions are aware of funds that are available for efforts that can impact schools as well as the entire community. 

B-CYCLE…I am also working with various partners to have the Greater Des Moines area and thus Iowa be one of the first in the nation to install the B-cycle program that can have a tremendous impact on transportation options and image of our state. I encourage you to check out bcycle.com.  
STEVE FRANCE RECOGNITION…I have been giving thought to the best use of funds donated to recognize Steve France and the verbiage to be used in introducing young professionals to IAHPERD via the Steve France Sponsored Membership. This one year membership will be free to recently graduated educators and bestowed in the spirit of Steve France…a tireless advocate for the organization, physical education, legislative efforts, and his students. It must be done with energy and humor. 

SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL…I wish to applaud those schools with excellent applications in to the DOT for funds to make their communities safer to walk to school and wish to encourage others to do so.
